The Law of Cosines
The Law of Cosines, like the Law of Sines, applies to non-right as well as right triangles.  You can use it whenever you know the lengths of all three sides, or when you know the lengths of two sides and the size of the included angle.

Here are the formulas, one for each of the three sides.  Each formula says that the square of the first side is equal to the sum of the squares of the other two sides minus two times the other two sides times the cosine of the first side.  Again, we can prove that these formulas are true by breaking down the triangle into two right triangles, and then building up the ratios from its parts.
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
